Slippery Floors in School Gymnasium and Multipurpose rooms are a common concern for school and health club facilities. This surface composition may be made of wood, vinyl, linoleum, epoxy, painted, laminate, and various other materials. Common cleaners, either neutral or alkaline, have historically been used to clean the surface to remove the soil deposits.  We must do more than clean floors to achieve Safer Floors. Also, alkaline cleaners may leave an inorganic alkali residue.  It has been scientifically proven that inorganic deposit residues reduce the Coefficient of Friction, the measure of the slipperiness of the floor, and thereby make the floor more hazardous.
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The TRACTION or the N.A.C. Safety Cleaner & Treatments are designed to meet the critical need in the market place for products that can effectively clean surfaces and simultaneously leave a specially developed slip reducing agent on the floor.  As the products work, the pH reverts to a neutral 7.0, leaving the floor surface Safety cleaned, treated and neutral, with no alkali residues to attack the floor surfaces or produce slippery soaps when water or other liquids are spilled on the floor surface following an application of TRACTION or N.A.C.

1. Dry (dust) mop the floor surface.                                                                                

2. Mix 8 ounces of either TRACTION or N.A.C. per gallon of water.                         

3. Swish in mop bucket *  **

4. Wring mop.      NOTE:  For wood floors, wring mop as dry as possible.
5. Damp mop the floor surface. 

6. Continue steps 3, 4, and 5 to complete the floor.

7. Allow to dry.
Perform regular TRACTION or N.A.C. treatments to maintain Safer Floors.
* Alternatively, you may soak several large towels in the diluted solution (step 2 above). Wring towels out until damp and wrap around the head of a push Broom or larger Dust Mop. Push the wrapped broom or mop across the floor. Replace towels as needed (Do not rinse dirty/soiled towels in clean solution). Dirty/Soiled towels may be laundered and reused.
